The purpose of this research was to construct a strategic model for the development of
private vocational institutions located in the central past of Thailand, under the Ministry of Education.
The researcher conducted the study in three stages as follows: (1) to analyze preliminary data and
formulate strategies needed for the model; (2) to examine the feasibility and validity of the strategies
as found in stage 1, this was done through experts and instructors in private vocational institutions;
(3) construct a strategic model as desired. The sample of the study consisted of 464 instructors in
private vocational institutions located in the central part of Thailand. As for the statistical analysis, the
researcher used descriptive statistics, Confirmatery factor analysis (CFA} and path analysis for this
study.

The findings of the research revealed that there were 6 factors and 110 indicators
contributing to the efficacy of the development of private vocational institutions in the central past of
Thailand. The six factors could be arranged from high to low in terms of their degree of influence; (1)
quality of administrative development ; ( 2) appropriateness of philosophy and targets; (3) quality of
management; (4) quality of learning reform; (5) quality of personnel; (6} quality of resources for
instruction. These six factors were confirmed of their suitability and validity by experts. Finally, the

researcher constructed the strategic model by using the technique of Path Analysis.
