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The study was the research and development. The main purposes of this research and =

development were to develop at training program on communicative English language instruction

for elementary school teachers and to evaluate its efficiency. The study was organizedinto'2 phases.

Phase 1: The Development of a fraining program. The training program was developed through

4 stages of research and development as follows. Stage 1: Studying and surveying fundamental

data. Stage 2: Constructing a training program. Stage 3: Experimenting of'the training and Stage ‘

4: Evaluating the training program. Two research instruments were used to collect data. One was
an achievement test of the participants’ knowledge and skills on communicative English language

instruction; the other was a 5 level rating scale teacher opinion questionnaire with 16 items.

The training program was experinented with 30 elementary school teachers were purposively |

selected to be trained in the experimenting the program. The one group pretest - posttest design
was utilized in the experimental phase. The data were analyzed by using the percentage, average
means and standard deviation.

The results-of the study found that:

1. The training program composed of seven elements which were the problem and the need

assessment, the principles of training program, the goals, the contents, the training activities, the

training materials and the methods of measurement and evaluation. It was qualified and rated

at a high level by the experts.

2. The results were that the experimental group: (1) After training, the trainees’ knowledge

was higher than those of before training. The posttest average score was 83.20% which was higher
than the criteria (70%). (2) The trainees’ skills on communicative English language instruction

were at the good level, and (3) the trainees’ opinion was at the high level overall.
