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ABSTRACT

A study of criterion standard of Thai university libraries was a survey research for the
purpose of comparison between the standard of Thai university library and the standard set by thel
Ministry of University Affairs. The results of the research brought into analysis and then to
propose possible standard of the Thai university library.

The scope of this research was to determine the standards of 23 Thai university libraries
related to eleven criterion standards of the library B.E. 2529. The four part questionnaires were
responded by the library administrators and it took three months in collecting the data. The
statistical cevices for analyzing the data were percentage and arithmetic mean.

The results were summarized as follows :

1. The service standard and cooperation among libraries were at the high level but the
financial and personnel standards were at the moderate level.

2. The administrative standard of 23 libraries were found that each of ten was rated at
the high and moderate levels, totally 43.48 percent and another three libraries were at the
moderate to less Levels, totally 13.04 percent.

3. The qualitative standard about 50 percent were net the standard set by the Ministry
of University Affairs. The number of personnel that found ‘higher than the standard were deputy
directors, department heads, and analyzed resources librarians or catalogers. The number of
resources that found higher than the standard were textbooks and Jjournals. The library spaces for
shelf of textbooks and journals were found higher than the standard.

4. The recommendations were that about 86,96 percent of the libraries needed to be
improved the jobs. The personnel of about 91.30 percent needed to be developed their
knowledge. About 76.64 percent needed to be developed in quantity and types of resource, 52.17
percent needed to be improved in financial budget and 66.67 percent needed to perform
