This quantitative research aimed to study the ability in reading news articles from an
English magazine of matthayomsuksa 6 students at Silacharaphiphat School. The population was
116 matthayomsuksa 6students studying at the school in semesters 1, 2014, in five learning
programs: Science-Mathematics, Mathematics-English, Chinese, French, and Career and
Technology. The research tool was a reading test. The data was analyzed through the applications
of descriptive statistics and one-way ANOVA. The results revealed as follows:

1. The students had the ability in reading news articles from an English magazine at a
nearly satisfactory level.

2. The students from different learning programs had significantly different ability in

reading news articles from an English Magazine at the level of .05.

Close your eyes when listening to Peerapat Thenwong’s
rendition of a Marvin Gaye classic and you’ll find it hard to believe
the singer was born in Si Racha. Peerapat, widely known as Be

Peerapat, has a voice with a deep, husky tone — unusual for a Thai

male singer. The 42-year-old’s voice impresses fans, but hearing it
on the radio or on records is nothing like seeing him live.

Be Peerapat’s recent concert featured guest stars that are among the country’s top
musicians. They included producer Neung Jakkawal, Crescendo drummer Ekapong Cherdtham
and singer Ben Chalatit and KobSongsit.

Kob, who is Be Peerapat’s cousin, was proud to perform a duet and said ina TV
interview that he knew from a young age that Be Peerapat was going to be in a class of his own.

“I always knew he could sing,” Kob said “I was already a singer, but I didn’t push for
him at all. He made it happen by himself.”

Be Peerapat released two albums with his first band, RRR & B. Critics loved them, but
at the time, audiences did not seem to be ready for their sound. Later, Be Peerapat joined
Crescendo and recorded two hit albums with the band before parting ways after four years.

Be Peerapat has won many awards including two consecutive Seesan song of the year
awards in 2004 and 2005 for tracks from his two albums with Crescendo.

His song “Kwam Jing Nai Jai (Truth inside Our Minds)” from the band’s debut album

is played on radio to this day and has become a kind of anthem of forbidden love.
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“I knew when we finished recording that song that it would be a hit,” he said.

Be Peerapat continues to receive rave reviews as a solo artist. In 2010 he was granted
the Golden Phra Pikanet award from HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn for “Naliga,” which
was written by Prapas Chondaranont.

Lavender is a relaxing and romantic fragrance, making it one of the most-loved scents
around the world. In ancient times, the Egyptians used it as perfume, while the Greeks and

Romans bathed in water scented with the plant.
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England’s Queen Elizabeth I was also a lavender lover. She used it as perfume and
drank lavender tea to calm her headaches. More than 230 years later, Queen Victoria asked her
servants to put lavender in every room to freshen the air. Ancient Iranians also used it as a
traditional treatment for burns.

The lavender essential oil has been found to relieve depression, anxiety and by slowing
down brainwaves, while also acting as an antioxidant and collagen booster. This is why lavender
is popular in skincare products.

Lavender got its name from the Latin word lavare, which means “to wash,” partly
because lavender was often used in baths and has antibacterial properties. This natural antiseptic
has also been used as an air freshener and insect repellent.

Its calming properties mean that lavender is great for those who suffer from insomnia.
While it’s a time-tested ancient remedy, lavender’s benefits have also been scientifically studied.

Researchers at Oldham Cottage Hospital in England did a study on elderly patients by
putting one drop of the scent on each patient’s pillow at night’ and the participants were found to
experience increased daytime alertness and improved sleep pattern. In another study, people who
received a massage with lavender felt less anxious and more positive than those who received a

massage without it.

Passage 3
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Somsak Boonkam, 30, spent most of the summer of 2012 living in Doi Tung Lodge,
working as an intern at the Mae Fah Luang Foundation with the aim of developing a homestay
tourism programme for the nearby villages of Baan Suan Pa and Si Phan Rai.

He drank coffee that was grown about 10 minutes away and worked in an office with a
mountain view. The mornings were foggy, with a sea of clouds floating in the valley beyond the
office. Bananas cost 10 baht a bunch.

Some days were spent speaking with local villagers, learning their culture and their
needs, making friends with the young children and earning the trust of the elders. Others were
spent drafting business plans, calculating operational costs and finding ways to develop tourism
in the villages as a source of sustainable income, while simultaneously preserving local cultures.
With the villagers, he planned activities for tourists and set guidelines for homestays.

Somsak continued to work for the Mae Fah Luang Foundation after the end of his
internship. In September 2012, he founded Local Alike, a social enterprise which uses tourism to
develop local communities. It gives tourists the opportunity to discover local lifestyles while
emphasising the value of natural resources and old cultures. He now works full-time for Local
Alike, sustaining the enterprise through grants from social entrepreneur competitions and
partnerships with organisations like the Thailand Community Based Tourism Institute.

“I grew up in a small town in Roi Et province, and I noticed how people in the city
have prejudices against people from rural areas.” Somsak said. That’s why he makes sure locals
play a large part in the planning stages.

Local Alike works with communities to set up tour packages, guides and management
strategies. The people take ownership of their own communities, while Local Alike helps with
promotional materials such as videos and reservation websites. It also listens to feedback from
tourists who have stayed in the area.

Local Alike currently works with eight communities in the north and south of Thailand

and plans to keep expanding. Somsak enjoys his work, saying that to him it feels like a vacation.

Soraya Allam. Better known as DJ Cleo P, has a unique character.

“People can say whatever they want about me. I don’t really care,” she said. “I’ve
always been this way, and I know that I’m staying true to myself so the haters don’t really matter
to me.”

A mix of Thai, Iranian and English, Soraya knows that part of her popularity in her
music world comes from her looks and the way she dresses.

Soraya is fully booked for club events and fashion parties. She is the only female DJ in
the Bangkok Invaders crew and she is making a name for herself in neighboring countries,
especially Malaysia where she works at least once a month.

“I think that I can express my individuality through my work. I can play all sorts of
music, depending on the night and the crowd,” she said. “I’ll do what the clients ask me to do, but
my personal favorite music now is electro and trap music.”

Growing up with a club-owning father, 30-year-old Soraya has been well acquainted
with nightlife since childhood. She started going out when she was 15. When she was 20, Soraya
began working as a stylist for artists at GMM Grammy.

teach me, but it didn’t go very well, so I just taught myself after I learned the basics from him.”
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Soraya said that she had to work hard to prove herself at first.

“There were a lot of skeptical people, and even my friends doubted whether I was
serious about it,” she said.

The manager of Thaitanium gave her a break at a Honda music event in HuaHin three
years ago. It went well, with around 400 people at her small stage. After that, Soraya’s reputation
began to grow.

Light entertainment

The abandoned Hopewell mass transit project in Bangkok is a sad reminder of past
government policies that failed. The massive 20 years old concrete pillars are known locally as
Bangkok’s Stonehenge. They are expected to be demolished soon to make way for the red line
electric railway.

An interactive electric light art performance called Reinvent Bangkok, which used the
pillars as the setting, was recently organized by Smirnoff, who wanted to show that hope can

spring from hopelessness.
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Many creative and artistic minds took part in the event, including Suharit Siamwalla,
one of the most inspiring leaders of the group, whose campaign for the position of Bangkok
governor using social media and no posters endeared him to modern urbanites. Thai electronic
music maker DJ Nakadia also took part in the event, as did unique lighting artist Jiro Endo and
revolutionary visual artist Duck Unit.

The event was held in front of the Museum of Contemporary Art. The venue offered

structures into works of art. Even a passing train became part of the installation.

“I feel the need to encourage them and make them believe that their creativity can
change the world.”
