The purposes of research were: 1) to create a set of learning package to promote the
English reading and writing for communications to meet the criteria of 80/ 80. 2) compare the
ability in using English for communications on reading and writing for Prathomsuksa 6 students
taught by a set of the developed leaming package with the conventional teaching and 3) compare
the ability in using English for communicalions on reading and writing for Prathomsuksa 6
students before and after learning with the packages.

The instruments used for this study was the learning package to promote the ability in
using English for communications on reading and writing for Prathomsuksa 6 students and
achievernent test. The samples were 27 students of Saint Joseph Yan Nawa Scheol, Yan Nawa
Distriet, Bangkok. They were selected by cluster random sampling. The statistics used for the
data analyzed were; efficiency of process (E,), efficiency of output (E,) mean, standard deviation
and independent t -test

The results were that;

1. The development of the learning package to promote the ability in using English for
communications on reading and writing for Prathomsuksa 6 students possed the efficiency of
80.43/ 87.5 which was higher than the set standard criterion.

2. The ability in using English reading and writing for communications for
Prathomsuksa 6 students who were taught by the developed learning package was higher than the
conventional teaching at the. 01 level.

3. The post test scores of the group who learn with the developed leaming package were

significantly higher than the pretest scores at the .01 level.

Phutta

Monthon is the place where the statue of walking Buddha located. On Visakha Bucha Day, the

members of Royal Family lead the candle lighting procession. Many Buddhists purify their

minds by taking part in meditation and listerung to the sermons.
