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Abstract

This is the study of the results from applying CLIL approach for History of Arts and
Design Courses in one of the bi-lingual programs of Burapha University. Objectives of study
are 1) to compare the content learning achievement between the control groups and the
experimental group, 2) to compare the level of English language proficiency among the
control groups before and after studying with CLIL approach, and 3) to study the level of
the experimental groups’ satisfaction after with CLIL approach. Population in this study
included the first-year students from the Faculty of Fine and Applied Arts, Burapha
University. There were two control groups; 1) 21 students who registered in the History of
Product Design course during academic year 2563, and 2) 28 students who registered in the
History of Western Art course during academic year 2564. The control group included 24
students who registered in the History of Western Art and the History of Product Design

course during academic year 2562.

Data for the 1°' objective was collected from the content examinations in the History
of Product Design course and the History of Western Art course. While data for the 2™
objective was collected by a language accuracy test developed by the researcher and the
fluency analysis using a language rubric adapted from Cambridge Language Assessment. Data
for the 3" objective was collected by Burapha University’s online satisfaction assessment
system.

The results revealed that learners in the CLIL classes were highly satisfied.
However, the language competency level of the CLIL learners in this study did not improve
significantly, as the increased part is the fluency rather than the accuracy. Meanwhile it
cannot yet be confirmed if the learning achievement of CLIL learners will be different from
learners in the mother-language class. Therefore, the CLIL approach might be usable with
students in History of Arts and Design. However, if the significant level of language
competency is required before entering the EMI (English as Medium of Instruction) classes in
the higher level, there should be the provision of intensive course, which is taught by
specialist in language teaching, for the learners as suggested by Galloway (2017). But if the
budget is limited, at least the content lecturer who is required to teach language should be
trained in language teaching, or at least provided with time for extra study which should be
counted as workload as Kewara (2017) stated that professional development takes time and

budget.

It is important to come to class. You must also prepare a good lecture note in
Thai, with some sketches if possible. And you will visit some exhibitions to collect
information. Then you will learn to prepare an effective presentation in English. And
finally, there will be midterm and final exams to check your ability.

The course content for the first half of this semester will start from the design
before modern times. The midterm exam will cover the Modernism period just after
the 2nd World War. For the second half of the semester, we will study the ..............
to Postmodernism design and the trend of the 21st century. Then we will look back on
the evolution of design in Thailand. And that's where our course ends.

To understand each period better, we will look at the ............ of life. You can
say that it is fake, like copied products. But if the replica is of good quality, it should
seem almost like a real one. And where can we find the replica of life? In my opinion,
each period's life is reflected in the literature or novels that are later adapted into
movies. Therefore, we will look at the film adaptation from literature in each period,
which will give us a clearer understanding of the world at the time.

And although films are not 100% fact, at least there is some reality in it, such as

2. The Purpose of Baroque — Rococo Design

The topic for today is the design during the Baroque — Rococo period, or in the
17th- 18th century of France. Baroque was a popular style during the reign of Louis
XIV, who became the King of France when he was almost five years old in 1643. He
started to rule when he was twenty-three. Versailles palace is one of his ways to
expand power when he was twenty-nine. He chose the sun for his symbol and later

earned the nickname "Sun King."

A Canadian film "Versailles," season 1, episode 9, reflected his life in 1667. We
will look at some parts of the film and then talk about it.

So as you can see, the movie set is based on the Versailles Palace, an important
example of baroque architecture. Initially, it was a small hunting lodge built by King
Louis XIII. King Louis XIV moved from Paris to live here when he was 23 years old.

He was quite young when he became the King of France that it must be hard to
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control the senior noblemen. So Louis XIV expanded Versailles and ordered everyone
in court (government) to move from Paris to the new palace together. It was better for
him because he can monitor all moves of his staff. And so, Versailles became the
symbol of Louis XIV's power in this way.

Because the whole government moved from Paris to Versailles, they needed
many rooms to live and work. There are about 700 rooms in the palace. The most
famous room is the "Hall of Mirrors," where the courtiers waited for their King and
queen. It was built when King Louis XIV was 40 years old. And he wanted his palace
to be admired and envied by all nobles. Therefore, everything in Versailles was
designed to display wealth, power, harmony, control, and holiness. So Baroque style
is used to communicate the glory of the owner, and it set the example for many other
palaces and luxury place of the word.

3. Important manufacturers: (Find the vocabulary you don’t know)

So Versailles was the house of the King, with rooms for all of his staffs and
government officers. In every home, the owner must buy products, such as furniture,
items on the dining table, and decorations. But the palace is a very big house, with so
many people. So products must be bought in large quantity to fill all of the 700
rooms. And because the people in those rooms were royals and nobles, the products
must be luxurious enough.

Therefore, many designers and manufacturers emerged at the time. They
would supply the products to the palace. Examples of famous names included
Gobelin, Sevres, and Andre Charles Boulle. Goblin was famous for its tapestries,
which is the type of carpet woven by hand. Tapestries are used for wall decoration
and furniture with the cloth, such as curtain, chair, bed, or sofa. Sevres was the
manufacturer of Porcelain, which was imported from China in the 14th century.
Porcelain was popular in Europe because they are transparent and beautiful. And
Andre Charles Boulle was the manufacturer of hand-carved furniture with gold inlay.

Manufacture nationale de Sévres
(National manufacture of Sévres)
Read the text and answer the questions.

Sevres is the name of a village which was a second location for Vincennes
factory, a porcelain factory under the royal patronage and financial support from King
Louis XV.

Some early French porcelain imitated the German design. But Sévres quickly
began to distance itself from its German competitor, and by the 1750s had developed
forms and decoration uniquely its own.

Some of the first pieces produced were small tea and coffee wares with
coloured grounds and gilding. The factory also was well-known for its brilliant blue
ground colour. It was one of the costliest colours to produce. Louis XV famously
ordered an entire service in the colour soon after its development.

Sévres was a popular factory for the commission and production of royal and
diplomatic gifts, as well as for direct purchases by royal families and the aristocracy.
Marie Antoinette was an early supporter, ordering vase garnitures, teawares and
dinner-services.

In 1784 the queen ordered a sumptuous service decorated with roses, faux
pearls and pansies in medallions, on a carmine ground. It was intended for use at
Versailles, but upon its completion it was given instead by Louis XVI to Gustav III as
a diplomatic gift commemorating the Swedish king’s visit. Unused to self-sacrifice,
the French queen did not wait long for her own replacement service in the same

pattern.
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Monarchs and leaders across the Western world looked to France for their
important commissions and major purchases. Catherine the Great ordered a fabulous
service from Sévres in 1776, but it was eventually delivered to her lover, the Prince

Grigori Potemkin, in 1779. (text adapted from Christies.com)

Christened by his contemporaries as "the most skillful artisan in Paris,"
André-Charles Boulle's name is synonymous with the practice of
veneering furniture with marquetry of tortoiseshell, pewter, and brass.

Before 1666 Boulle was awarded the title of master cabinetmaker; in
1672 the king granted him the royal privilege of lodging in the Palais du
Louvre.

This new title allowed him to produce furniture as well as works in gilt
bronze such as chandeliers, wall lights, and mounts.

What did the western world look like in the 18th — 19" Century? At that
time, France was still in the period after the revolution. So the spotlight shifted to
England and the USA. In this chapter, we will first look at the Neoclassical and
Romanticism world which impacted design for middle class in the Georgian Era.
Then we will learn about the Neo-Gothic world, industrial revolutions, and important

designers during the Victorian Era.

1. The Neoclassical — Romanticism World through Literature and Film

The Neoclassical world began in France, a few decades before the French
Revolution (1789). The theme of heroic duty and bravery became popular when
people were not satisfied with Rococo art's frivolous style and the behavior of the
French court. Meanwhile, the Romanticism world began in Germany around the same
time when Romantic Philosophers such as Kant, Hegel, and Baumgarten published
their works in the late 18th Century. And their idea influenced the later generation of
writers, artists, and designers. Romanticism ideas also related to sublime aesthetics

and the Neo-gothic style in the 19th Century.

In this class, we will look at the film "Sense and Sensibility" (1995) adapted
from Jane Austen's novel published in 1811. Austen also wrote another book, "Pride
and Prejudice" ( 1813), which was adapted into a TV series (1995) and film (2005).
Unfortunately, both films are not available on NetFlix in December 2020, when I
write this document. Therefore we could look at another film, "Little Women,"
adapted from Louisa May Alcott's novel first published in 1868. There are two
versions of the film "Little Women"; the 1994 and 2019 versions. The 1994 version
follows the original storyline of the novel. In contrast, the director of the 2019 version
interpreted the book as the reflection of the author's personal life and included the
scenes which do not exist in the novel. The 2019 version's storyline is also non-linear,

while the actual book linearly tells the story.
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Please be aware that I selected the novels and films mentioned above
according to the convenience for the students in Thailand to find them. And there
might be many other novels with film adaptations which could reflect the western
world or the life during the Neoclassical and Romanticism period.

3. Influence of Neoclassical and Romantic idea on the 18™ Century Design

With increasing wealth, the new class of skilled labor or the middle class

emerged in British society. These people were well-educated. And they could work in
jobs such as a doctor, engineer, lawyer, accountant, merchant, or schoolmaster. But
they differed from the aristocrats who inherited wealth or land as the middle class
still had to work. But their works might not be as hard as the farmers' or servants'. At
the time, marriage was one of the ways for the middle class to ensure family wealth.

Activities such as dining, visiting, dancing, playing piano, painting, reading, and
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writing became more important than ever. These social activities could help women to
find suitable husbands through connection. The growing number of the middle-class
families then needed furniture and tableware products with elegance and affordable
price.

The British middle class probably read some works by Neoclassical writers in
their education. So their taste is more restrained than those of the French during the
17th Century. In other words, the British might favor the Neoclassical style rather
than the Baroque style. This style preference is clear in the popularity of Wedgewood
pottery, especially its collections of creamware, Queen’s ware, and jasperware. The
color of Wedgewood pottery was calm and static. And the jasperware collection used
the shape of a Greek vase and low-relief sculpture. So the middle-class family could
add the classical elements to their home without having to buy authentic Greek
sculpture.

Meanwhile, the Romanticism idea favored the persons with knowledge of the
past and experiences from traveling. So people added some historical and exotic
elements to their home. Chippendale furniture is an excellent example of Romantic
influence on furniture design during the 18th Century. It incorporated the references
to Gothic and Rococo art from the past. It also hinted at the design of China, which

was considered exotic for the Europeans back then.

3.2 Wedgewood Creamware, Queen’s ware, and Jasperware

Josiah Wedgewood founded the Wedgewood company in England. Their most

famous products were pottery called creamware, Queen’s ware, and jasperware.
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Creamware is the cream-colored tableware produced in England, which
replaced the French porcelain among the middle-class customers because of its lower
price. Josiah Wedgewood developed the glaze formula to lighten the cream color by
adding cobalt to the lead glaze. And the collection of creamware which he produced
for Queen Charlotte of England was later called “Queen’s ware.” It became the
product that generates the most revenue for the Wedgewood company.

Jasperware was Josiah Wedgewood’s later innovation. He found more formula
for colored stoneware. Then he worked together with John Flaxman, a neoclassic
sculptor, to create a new product with the inspiration from ancient Greek vases and
Roman cameo glasses. Jasperware usually consists of white figures and mono-color
ground in blue, black, green, or red. The products in the Jasperware line included
decorative objects and miniature portraits, but not the tableware nor teaware.
Jasperware became extremely popular, that many manufacturers copied them. But
Wedgewood company might be the only one which survives until now because of its
innovative marketing, product, and branding strategy.

3.3 Design for the new world in North America

The settlers in the North America carried with them some memories of the
European social practice and concepts. Among them were the religious group called
the Shakers, or the United Society of Believers in Christ’s Second Appearing. The
group was found in England, in 1747, then organized in the US in 1780s. The
Shakers’ religious belief permitted only the necessary and useful things, regardless of
the decoration. So their furniture was constructed from durable wood with good
craftmanship and minimal decoration. As the settlers were explorers who moved

around in their wagons before building small homes , furniture must be compact,

multifunction, or lightweight. Ladder-back chairs could often be hung on the wall

when floor space is needed for gathering. Drawers were often used to increase storage

in a small home. Bed size was usually single bed instead of double bed.
4. The Victorian world, Neo-gothic, Sublime Aesthetics, and the great exhibition
(1851)

A significant change from the Industrial Revolution pushed Britain into the
world’s leading position in the 19th Century. Average income and population number
grew. Sciences and technology progressed as society was aware of their importance.
Charles Darwin published the Theory of Evolution in 1859. The passenger train was
already operated since 1825. The Gaslighting system was invented before 1810. And
factories that had been using the gas lighting system benefited from longer working
hours. But the well-being of factory workers was also affected. The public saw what
happened and exchanged opinions in coffeeshops, clubs, newspapers, outdoor posters,
and books. Many people dreamed of better living conditions and demanded reform in
politics. This exciting period of progress was called the “Victorian Era” after the reign

of Queen Victoria during 1837-1901.

Augustus Pugin published the book "Contrasts" in 1836. He saw problems
with the industrial city and the exploitation of labor. So Pugin proposed the return to
the medieval value and social system to improve everyone's well-being. He showed

the contrast between the medieval monastery and Victorian house for the poor. And
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he insisted that the affordable Neo-gothic decoration will bring back God and faith in
daily life. In other words, the Neo-gothic house could make people feel closer to God.
And Pugin used this style in his part of the project in the House of Parliament in
London. His works in furniture, wallpapers, and tiles design were also displayed in
the Great Exhibition in 1851. And they were later collected by the Victoria-Albert
Museum. The exhibition hall itself, or the “Glass Palace” also included the Gothic

elements such as the rose window and the tall building height.

The Neo-gothic or Gothic Revival style also suited the Romantic sentiment.
The style, which is rather dark and gloomy, also matched the definition of sublime
aesthetics by Longinus, Edmund Burke, and Kant. The use of Gothic elements could
transport people to the far, far away land in the past. The height and the pointed arch
gives the feeling of the possibility of danger with no immediate harm. And the
complex details make people feel the awe of the craftsmanship and the historical
reference. Therefore it is no surprise that many popular Victorian novels were about
dangers and fear. These include Frankenstein (1818), Moby-Dick (1851), Sherlock
Holmes (1887-1927), and Dracula (1897).

Sir Henry Cole wrote about the positive impact of the Great Exhibition in 1851 as

following.

1.

The Postage Association was founded so that people could communicate
across Europe easily. Previously, the postal service of each country did not
work together. (And because of Postage Association, the first mail order

business could happen 10 years later.)

The Patent Law was reformed so inventors would feel safer to display their
products at the exhibition. They did not have to worry about being copied,

because the patent served as the evidence of originality.

The Manufacturers Museum, or the first international library of reference was
founded, therefore manufacturers could study the inventions and improve

upon them.

The Crystal Palace was the evidence that it is possible to build with glass and

iron to cover large exhibition space in just 6 months.

. The exhibition was the evidence of the United Kingdom’s premium position

in product design. Exhibitors from the United Kingdom received largest
number of medals and awards. And the total value of exhibition display from

the United Kingdom was highest among other country.

The exhibition brought the common “spirit of the age” among the most

advanced nation of Europe together.

The exhibition led to the foundation of “industrial university”. (This

university later became the Victoria-Albert museum)

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3. Design during the late 19" Century to early 20" Century

Transformation to the modern world began in the late 19™ century when the
stream ocean liners began to transport people from Europe to America. This chapter
will discuss the atmosphere at the time through literature, film, and visual art. Then
we will look at the Arts and Craft movement and Art Nouveau style which emerged in

the design world during this time.

1. Transition to 20" Century through literature, film, and visual arts.

There were actually many works which represent the period of transition
from the late 19" Century to the early 20" Century. In this class, I would like to
suggest the short monologue “Novecento” (1994) by Alessandro Baricco. It was
originally written in Italian, then translated to many other languages including English
and Thai. This book was later adapted into a film “The Legend of 1900 (1998). The
story started in 1900, when a boy was discovered on the piano in the upper-class
passenger lounge. He grew up on the ship and became a legendary pianist who never
set foot on any land. And he probably died on the ship after it was blew up in the mid
1940s.

There are other novels which were adapted into films such as Francess
Hodgson Burnett’s “Little Lord Fauntleroy”(1886), “Little Princess”(1905), and
“Secret Garden” (1911). However, the film adaptations might be quite hard to find
online. It might be easier to find other films which were not based on any novel such
as “Moulin Rouge” (2001), “Titanic” (1997), Citizen Kane (1941). Other films based
on the life of post-impressionism artists are likely to set in the late 19" Century to the
early 20" Century as well. These films included “Lust for Life” (1956), “Lautrec”
(1998), “Modigliani” (2004), “Gauguin: Voyage to Tahiti” (2017). There is other
fantasy-comedy drama film “Midnight in Paris” (2011). In this film, the protagonist
could travel back to Paris in 1920s and met famous people in modern art such as
Gertrude Stein, Picasso, and Salvador Dali. He even traveled back to Paris in 1890s

and met artists such as Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec, Paul Gauguin, and Edgar Degas.
