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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and to compare the school safety problems in each

and all aspects of school environmental safety control, school safety service, safety education and school

safety administration according to the perception of the elementary school administrators in the

elementary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of National Primary Educational Commission in

Educational Region 12 classified by sex, age, level of education, administration status, school size and

administrative experience of the elementary school administrators. The sample consisted of 332

elementary school administrators which were randomly selected from the elementary school

administrators under the jurisdiction of the Office of National Primary Educational Commission in

Educational Region 12. Questionnaire created by the researcher was usd for data collection. The One

Way ANOVA and t-test were performed to analyze the data.

The results found that :

1.

The perception of the school administrators in the aspect of

1.1 school environmental safety control was in the middle level,

1.2 school safety offering was in the middle level,

1.3 safety education was in the middle level,

1.4 school safety administration was in the middle level consequently,

1.5 all aspects was in the middle level.

The perception of the school administrators who were different in sex in the aspects of
school environmental safety control, school safety service and school safety administration
was significantly different at .01 level, but in the aspect of safety education was not
significant. The differences in age, level of education, administration status, school size
and administrative experience of the schoo! administrators had no influence on the
perception on the school safety problems of the elementary school administrators.

The problems about the safety problems administration in school according to the
perception of the elementary school administrators are on: the budgeting; the lack of
supporting from the government and related organizations; the lack of staff ; the over
looking of staff; the lack of teaching materials, guiding and planning of safety

administration structure; and the lack of staff participation.
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
